b The last number of the Register brings
another communication from your corres-
pondent “Eugene.”  The moral Jesson in-|
culcated by the passage, *Cast not your
pearl before swine, lest they turn and rend|
you,” will induce me to pass over the ﬁrsta
partunnoticed. I forbear replying—I would J\
not deprive him of a single laurel that hell
may win by this kind of warfare—I wish|
his exploits of this character to redound to
his own glory.

I will however dgvote all
few lines to a review of the latter "part of
the'article in which he speaks out his sen-
timents in an open and fair manner, such
as becomes any subject that is worth atten-||
tion. At this Irejoice, as will all who love
candor, and dislike to see the communica-||
tions of any one stained with indecent lan-
guage. He argues that the venders of ar-
dent spirits are not guilty of the crimes im-
puted to them, hecause they are protectel
by laws which have received the sanction of
4 majority of the people’s representatives.\‘
A company of British soldiers once in the|
sireets of Boston shot down a number of|
citizens—they too were protected and au-
thorized by law, yet on account of the in.|
justice of that law, no American has everl
hesitared for a moment to pronounce them‘
base murderers. The victims of the Salem|
witchcraft were destroyed by the authority!
of law, yet the crime of murder is _irnpmed‘
to those designing ones who employed law|
and the superstition of the pesple to wreak |
their revenge. Wicked actions do not re-
quire human laws to render them criminal.
A ‘*higher law” than any human enactment|
would hold them criminal, however so much|

human Jaw may strive to legalize them.

The law under which the crimes I iay to|
heir charge are committed, is wrong—a
ouler system law never blackened the pa-

ges of any statute book—it licenses men to}!
commit all these crimes with impunity, and
would not exist had it not its origin and||
support in an unsound state of public sen-
timent, which is fostered and prevented from|
progressing by the very system which it
sustains. But the friends of Temperance
have reason to hope—a better day is begin-
ning to dawn on our dranken countrymen—
the recent law of the Legislature of this
Stute is but the forerunner of a better one.
Law in this respect will soon act its part in
‘“‘commanding what is right, and prohibiting
what is wrong.” He brings up the exploded
idea that the advocates of temperance are |
too severe in their denunciations of the
traffic. Prudence and moderation are com-|
mendable in any ordinary cause, and was)
once thought the only means by which this
reform could be brought about; but moral
suasion has for the last thirty years been
thoroughly tried, and found insufficient to|
i accomplish this end. When men become’
like their clients, so sunken in vice as to
‘toke their place behind the counter withl
the toddy-stick in hand, they are beyond the|
reach of moral suasion—nothing but the
rigors of the law will then deter them.—|
You talk to them of moral suasion and they|
will lavgh at your presumptuousness— the
nobler feelings of their hearts are dead, and
conscience made subservient to a sordidl
Jove of money. The problem involving
the temperance reformation was long inves-
tigated by Philanthropists, and means sought |
after to check the great evil, but as past ex-
perience has shown, was never solved until ||
done by Neal Dow; the result of which was|
